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Genie Babb is an Associate Professor of English at the State University of New York at Plattsburgh. Research interests include science in the Victorian novel; and contemporary performance studies. Two chapters of her current book project, which focuses on the mind-body problem in the speculative fiction of H. G. Wells, have already appeared in print in the Victorian Review and in a forthcoming collection entitled Where All Things Are Possible: Oceania, the East and the Victorian Imagination. She has also published in journals such as Novel: A Forum on Fiction and American Indian Quarterly. She is President of the Victorian Interdisciplinary Studies Association of the Western United States.

Steve Ellis is Professor of English Literature at the University of Birmingham. Among his books on modern literature are The English Eliot: Design, Language and Landscape in ‘Four Quartets’ (1991) and Virginia Woolf and the Victorians (2007). He has just completed a study entitled The 1939 State: Literature and the Approach of World War II, which contextualises Wells’s work at the time within a range of responses to the wartime situation.


Steven McLean writes on the interconnections between literature and science in the nineteenth century. He is author of The Early Fiction of H. G. Wells: Fantasies of Science (2009) and editor of H. G. Wells: Interdisciplinary Essays (2008). Steven is also the author of numerous articles and encyclopedia entries on Wells. More recently, he has published on Émile Zola in College Literature and edited a scholarly edition of George Griffith’s pre-Wellsian scientific romance The Angel of the Revolution for Victorian Secrets (published in May 2012). He is currently at work on a number of projects on nineteenth-century science, literature and culture. Steven has taught at a range of universities in the UK and in a continuing education capacity. 

John Huntington is Professor of English, Emeritus, at the University of Illinois at Chicago. He is the author of The Logic of Fantasy: H. G. Wells and Science Fiction (1982), Rationalizing Genius: Ideological Strategies in the Classic American Science Fiction Short Story (1989), editor of an edition of Wells’s Star Begotten (2006), and author of numerous essays on Wells. He has also published extensively on Renaissance English poetry. He is currently working on the relation of Wells to the major modernist authors, especially Virginia Woolf.

Deaglán Ó Donghaile is Senior Lecturer in English Literature and Cultural History at Liverpool John Moores University. His monograph, Blasted Literature: Victorian Political Fiction and the Shock of Modernism, was published by Edinburgh University Press in 2011. His latest research is on Oscar Wilde’s engagement with radical politics, and he is currently preparing a monograph entitled Oscar Wilde and the Radical Politics of the Fin de Siècle.

Darryl Jones  is Professor of English at Trinity College Dublin, where he teaches nineteenth-century literature and popular literature.  He is author or editor of 8 books, most recently the Oxford edition of the Collected Ghost Stories of M. R. James.  He is currently working on an anthology entitled Horror Stories, 1815-1914 (OUP) and a monograph with the Wellsian title of Dead London: Representing the Shadow City in the Nineteenth Century.  
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
