NOTES ON CONTRIBUTORS
Barbara Bond is a graduate student at the University of Victoria, in British Columbia, Canada. She works as a researcher in Humanities Computing, and is currently transcribing and encoding a manuscript from the English Renaissance. She has published on Virgil, and an article on Mannerism in the post-modern novel will shortly be available. 
Katalin Csala-Gáti is a language teacher at the University of Szeged, Hungary, a member of the H.G. Wells Society and a scholar who is researching Wells’s relations with Hungary, including the connection with film through Alexander Korda and Pál Tábori. She has published on Wells’s interest in Hungarian political affairs and is currently researching his failed friendship with the famous Hungarian humorist, novelist and encyclopaedist, Frigyes Karinthy, for The Reception of H.G. Wells in Europe (2005). 
Brett Davidson is a Wellington, New Zealand-based academic specialising in the study of visual culture, architecture and design at Massey University. The link between these fields and literary criticism is, for the time being, obscure, but he has had a long interest in H.G. Wells and the scientific romance. He is currently researching a PhD on the rhetorical use of images of the monstrous. 
Charles Keller is the founder and current director of the H.G. Wells Society, the Americas, and is the webmaster for both chapters of the H.G. Wells Society. He works for Manion’s International Auction House where he supervises the staff of authenticators who research 
and write catalogue descriptions for the wide range of historical artefacts consigned to the auction. Tom Miller was born in 1935. He was educated (jurisprudence) at New College, Oxford, BA 1961; MA 1966. He moved to the Channel Islands in 1972 where he worked in banking and journalism. He interviewed Kingsley Amis, upon whom he is an authority. He was first published in The Wellsian in 1994, writing on Wells and Aldous Huxley. 
Patrick Parrinder is a Vice-President of the H.G. Wells Society and a former editor of The Wellsian. His many books on Wells and science fiction include H.G. Wells: The Critical Heritage (1972), Shadows of the Future (1995), and H.G. Wells’s Perennial Time Machine (2001, co-edited with George Slusser and Daniele Chatelain). He is a Professor of English at the University of Reading, England. 
John S. Partington is the author of Building Cosmopolis: The Political Thought of H.G. Wells (2003), and editor of The Wellsian: Essays on H.G. Wells (2003) and (with Patrick Parrinder) The Reception of H.G. Wells in Europe (2005). He has published several articles on Wells’s politics, utopianism and science fiction. He has degrees in history and English literature, and has been editor of The Wellsian since 1999. 
B.D. Sommerville was awarded a Master’s degree for his thesis, ‘The Speculations of H.G. Wells and T.H. Huxley: A Study in the Relations of Science and Literature 1880-1896’ (1995). He maintains an active interest in the work of Wells and late-nineteenth century science. He is currently a teacher of English as a Second Language in Australia. 
János I. Tóth is an Associate Professor in the Department of Philosophy at the University of Szeged, Hungary. He is interested in game theory and environmental philosophy. He has many publications in both English and Hungarian. He has published two books: Game Theory and Society (1997) and Cyanide Pollution of the River Tisza: System Theory Analysis (2002), both in Hungarian. He is a member of several Hungarian and international societies including the European Association of Global Bioethics, the International Society for Value Inquiry and the Hungarian Society of Applied Philosophy. 
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
